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“He Will Be Taken Out Of Office.”

Journalist and Media commentator John Nichols summarized his speech with that
prediction at the Fight Back! Conference at the Concourse Hotel on Saturday.
The “He" of course referred to Governor Scott Walker, who was recommended
for recall by a million Wisconsin citizens, a humber which had been duly predicted
by Nichols. |

Nichols, whose roots run deep in Wisconsin, illuminated his prediction with the
story of Burlington, a city that recorded just 1200 votes for Walker's opponent,
Tom Barrett, in the last election, but collected 6,000 recall signatures.

"We are a good and
decent people,”
Nichols declared,
drawing a clear
distinction between
the people of
Wisconsin and the
governor. “There's
not enough money

to take the stench of

corruption of f Scott Walker." In another prediction, he said, "Each day will bring more
revelations” (about the governor's Walkergate troubles that have brought multiple felony
and misdemeanor charges against former aides).



Nichols decried the millions of dollars in campaign donations from rich benefactors that
Walker has raised, 61% of it from out of state sources.

He noted the recent poll showing that Walker's standing may have improved, saying, "We
are not going to walk comfortably to victory."

His final prediction was unexpected by many in the crowd. He said he believed that the
federal court would find the anti-collective bargaining law unconstitutional.

He followed this last prediction with a look back: "Let us thank Scott Walker, the

greatest union organizer of the 215" century.”

CAUS-North and five other UniServs sent activists to the conference, with CAUS-N
having the greatest contingent at 46.

“Got Your Picture ID, Ma'am?”

That will be the first question you hear when you go to vote, starting with the Spring
Primary on February 21. Future elections are likely to feature long lines as poll workers
have you follow this procedure:

1. State address/name for them to find in their book;

2.  Show ID, wait for them to make sure it's you and that your last name conforms to
your registration. (The address on your ID does NOT have to be current);

3. Sign the poll book.

The photo ID must be one of the following:

A Wisconsin DOT-issued driver license, even if revoked or suspended;
A Wisconsin DOT-issued ID card;

A Military ID card;

A US Passport.
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If they expired after November 2, 2010, they can still be used.There's a lot more to be
found at www.dot.wisconsin.gov.
