There 
have been some 
misunderstandings about the 
position and this article will 
give you the correct 
information. Becky is 
observing, NOT evaluating 
teachers. One copy of the 
"Observation Checklist" is 
completed by Becky and 
given to the teacher. She 
comes in for a short period 
of time in order to do more 
observations. Becky is 
willing to stay longer if a 
teacher wants more time. 
Administration says she 
should get into buildings. 
Becky checks to see if the 
teacher is following the 
pacing suggested in the 
book. These observations are 
opportunities for Becky to 
meet teachers and check if 
any resources are needed. 
Becky is here to help 
teachers.
