Governor Jim Doyle will give his final State of the State speech tonight, and he is expected %o focus mainly on the cconomy and plans to create jobs. In
contrast to years past, when the speech was a platform from which Doyle could launch his agenda for the year, several things are working against him this
time around. There's a Legislature in session for only three more moaths (and seemingly unwilling of late to bend over backwird for Doyle's proposals).
There's his status as a lame duck, what with him not running for re-clection in the fall. And then there's the recession, which has caused the

unemployment rate to spike in the last year.
Doyle's speech, which starts at 7 pm., will be Webcast on WisconsinEye and shown on Wisconsin Public Tdevision.

In his speech, Doyle most likely will also bring up the federal Race to the Top grants, and how he thinks the application for stimulus education money
would have been better with mayoral takeover (an idea that's still percolating in the Legislature). Despite widespeead skepticism of the Race funds
(inciuding unanswered questions and insufficient funds), just 11 school districts across the state rejected taking part in the application, Montdlo,
one of the 13, would have received $77,000 if it had signed on and if the state was awarded any moniey. But that sum is so small, it wouldn't have made any
impact redated to the reforms required in the Race perocess, the Moatello administrator tells The AP,

This secking of one-time federal moacy comes at the same time districts are pushing for referendum guestions on spring ballots; the Green Bay School
Board last night unanimously backed a $16.7 million referendum.

In other school news today, a bill before the state Legislature would restrict the use of restraint and seciusion in schools, including physically
restraining children or Jocking them in rooms. Also, the teachers in Racine have a new contract after the school board voted in its favor Last night.

Doyle is
still harping on the takeover in terms of putting Wisconsin in position
for Race funds, even though it’s not a requirement for the stimulus
money and federal officials have often said mayoral takeover isn’'t a
slam-dunk for an application’s approval. Doyle did come up with an
interesting wrinkle, however, saying Republicans were blocking the
takeover bill to harm Milwaukee Mayor Tom Barrett’s campaign for
governor. It's an interesting theory, but it a) isn’t a reason to
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
